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Report of Annual Cultural Festival CULRAV 2020 in Online mode 

(https://www.culrav.co.in/) 

The Institute Annual Cultural Festival, CULRAV-2020 was scheduled during April 8-11, 

2020 as per Institute Academic Calendar. But due to COVID-2019 and lockdown, it has been 

postponed till further notice. During this current pandemic situation, all of us were following 

Government guidelines as advised from time to time.  

In this situation, to be self-motivated and feeling active, refreshing, and being connected, 

Team Culrav decided to conduct Culrav-2020 in online mode. Organizing Institute Festival in 

online mode was a new and innovative idea and organized for the first time in online mode 

in any institute in the country. Because lot of challenges were involved, therefore, the core 

committee of Culrav had decided it be limited only to MNNIT students. Rules and guidelines 

(attached as Annexure-A) were framed and made available to all students through Culrav 

website (https://www.culrav.co.in/) and social media platforms 

(https://www.facebook.com/search/top/?q=culrav%202020).  

Events like solo singing, dancing, design, quiz, arts, photography, monoact, fashion 

show, literary events, Covid 2019 special etc. were conducted. All participants showcased their 

talents from their homes at different locations of the country in online mode. The programs 

include various cultural and literary events. In the month of MAY 2020 when the institute was 

observing summer vacation, the students utilized this time to nurture their talents. These events 

were conducted during May 11-18, 2020, and results were declared on May 19, 2020. The results 

and list of winners in all events is attached in Annexure-B. Interested candidates participated in 

the event sitting at home by connecting through Microsoft Teams and other software platforms 



by uploading their performances, like poems, stories, songs, dances, instrumental, acts, etc., 

through Culrav website and by sending their entries through Google Drive Links, accessible only 

by the Event Coordinators. Alumni of the institute judged these events by connecting through the 

Culrav website. In this online mode of Culrav more than 300 participants finally participated 

after initial screening. More than 22 events were conducted considering social distancing and 

government guidelines regarding COVID 2019.   

The Culrav was inaugurated on 16-05-2020 (Saturday) evening through MS Teams with 

Live telecast to all users of MNNIT (Live mode of MS Teams software). Prof. Rajeev Tripathi, 

Director, MNNIT Allahabad, and many faculty members, staff members and students with 

online presence of more than 1200 attendees viewed the online inauguration. The inauguration 

was followed by the student performances.

The 

desire to showcase their performing or writing skills, sheer talent and hard work, combined with 

an online medium of expression has done wonders in setting a new benchmark for years to come.

MUSIC CLUB EVENTS 

1) SOLO SINGING 

Rules: 

1. Participants are required to send a video of them singing Culravwebsite(information will 

be available on the social media pages of Culrav and Nishaad – The Music Club). They 

have to perform onesong and the time limit is 4 mins.  

2. Both Hindi and English songs are permitted. Any other regional language is not allowed.  

3. No restriction for singing or playing cover/ original composition (OC) song/ music in case of 

solo singing and the solo instrumental competitions.  

4. Participants can perform with or without karaoke or can use an instrument.  

5. No backing vocals.  

6. The use of electronic media to pitch shift or correct the pitch is not permitted and will 

lead to disqualification. Any voice modulator/ editor software should not be permitted in 

case of solo singing competition. 

7. The decision of the judges will be final and binding in all the cases.  

Judging Criteria: 

1. Only singing will be the judging criteria. This will include the selection of appropriate 

scale, pitch accuracy, and voice modulation. Improvisations carry extra marks. 

 

2) SOLO INSTRUMENTAL  

Rules: 

1. Participants are required to send a video of them playing their respective instruments (as 

per information available on Culrav website and the same will be available on social 

media pages of Culrav and Nishaad – The Music Club). They have to perform a piece in 

a duration of 5 mins.  

2. Participants can use a backing track.  

3. Use of electronic media to improve instrument tone is permitted.  

4. Any means of cheating will lead to disqualification.  



5. Decision of the judges will be final and binding in all the cases.  

Judging Criteria: 

1. Level of difficulty of the piece being performed.  

2. Improvisation, creativity will be given extra credit. So will original pieces.  

3. Emotion and overall impact.  

4. Tuning, clarity, precision, and tonal quality.  

 

3) LYRICS WRITING 

Rules: 

1. The piece submitted must not be a poem. 

2. If there is a division, such as bridge, chorus, verse, it is to be mentioned in the 

submission.  

3. Lyrics to be written primarily in Hindi or English but may use other languages as need be 

to convey a specific feeling of emotion.  

4. Plagiarism is strictly prohibited and will lead to disqualification.  

5. The decision of the judges will be final and binding in all the cases.  

Preferred song format-Verse, Chorus, Bridge, Outro  

Judging Criteria: 

1. Content of lyrics 

2. Rhyme and meter of the lyrics 

3. Expressiveness of the lyrics 

4. Aesthetic language of the lyrics  

5. Mood and expression in oral rendition  

6. Overall impact 

 

  



ARTS EVENTS 

Rules & Regulations common to all events:  

1. Since we will be unable to monitor the creation of artwork by participants, we request the 

participants to adhere to ethical competitive practices and put forward their best effort. 

2. There will be no pre-registration required for any event.  

3. Video recording/ photo capture of live drawing/ sketching should be provided to the 

organizers/ judges as proof for evaluation. If the complete recording is not possible, then 

the participants will be required to click few pictures and shoot a compulsory short video 

of themselves while creating the artwork showing the work under 4-5 strategically chosen 

completion stages and an explanation of created work. These pictures & short videos 

need to be mailed along with the clear photographs/video of the finished work showing it 

in different angles which are sufficient for us to pass a proper judgment failing which the 

entry shall not be entertained. Good quality/ high-resolution video or photograph should 

be sent/ uploaded. 

4. Participants also need to provide details of registration number, branch & phone number 

necessary for us to contact you back if needed.  

5. We can’t forbid you from using online help but original ideas will be encouraged.  

 

Events asfollows: 

1. Sketching: Just grab your basic pencils and eraser and set out to sketch on a piece of 

white paper (size can be A4 or A3[larger size is better to sketch with detail]). You need to 

sketch anything from that in some way tells us about the 1920’s England.  

2. Doodling: Doodle on a white paper (size recommendations as above) with pens and 

markers of a single color (preferably black) about your most enthralling imaginations of 

“hell”.  

3. Painting: Paper recommendations as above. Use of water medium like tubes, poster 

colors, cakes or water pencils etc. is allowed. Topic: “Abstract aesthetic paintings” 

(Explanation of the art is a must)  

4. Origami: No recommendations on paper color and size etc. 3-D work would be preferred 

over 2-D. No restrictions on the theme as well. Just amaze us!

6. The individual/team needs to prepare and present a Marketing Strategy for promoting and 

launching the brand for a period of 6 months, defining the media platforms used and the 

content and activity on each platform and prepare a PPT for the same 

7. Presentation must include: · Company name: who you are · A literal descriptor slide: 

what you do · Tag line and values of the brand: how you do it · Unique company logo: 

your visual mark; Brand guide: your brand standards and Other designs. Marketing 

Campaigns: your marketing strategies and corporate branding strategies. The PPT will be 

conducted on Microsoft Teams application. 

8. The decision of the judges will be final and binding. The organizing committee reserves

6. Marks will be deducted for exceeding the time limit.

8. Decision of the judges will be final and abiding.
